Creamy Enchiladas  

 
 

¶ 1 -  10 oz can of Enchilada Sauce  

¶ 2 ½ cups shredded cooked 
chicken  

¶ 1 ½ cups shredded cheddar 
cheese  

¶ 1 ï 8 oz package of cream cheese 
cut into ½ cub es 

¶ 1 package of fajita seasoning mix  
¶ 10 small flour tortillas  
 

Instructions :  
 

1.  Preheat the oven to 375°F. Spray 

13x9 in ch baking dish  with cooking 
spray.  Spread ½ cup of enchilada 

sauce on the bottom.  

2.   

Mix cream cheese (separate cubes), 

1 cup cheddar cheese, chicken, and 

seasoning mix . 
 

Spread almost ½ cup of mix into 

each tortilla.  
 

Roll up tortilla  tightly  and place seam 

down in baking dish.  
 

Spread remaining enchilada sauce 

over tortillas and sprinkle the 

remaining ½ cup cheddar cheese.  
 

Cover with foil and bake for 15 

minutes.  
 

Uncover and bake for an additional 

15 minutes or until bubbly and light ly  

brown.  Serve s 5 people.
